FOR YOUR INFORMATION:

1. Bill C-68, or Prohib 12-6, indicates guns which were prohibited under Bill C-68 & they can only
be purchased by people who already own this type of gun. Please ask us if you are in doubt.

Buyers & you must be sure that you already qualify.

NOTE !  The Boat will be sold at approx. 1:00 P.M., and will be sold in the  �Continental Style �
which will work as follows: 
We realize that some people may want a bigger main motor as it �s cruising speed is 25 m.p.h. & also
someone may not want the small outboard, or may want it for a small boat as it has electric start & a
charging system.  Therefore, the procedure we will use is this:
First, We start with the boat only which includes, the trailer, etc.  When the highest bid is reached, it is
recorded and closed temporarily.  Next, we do the same for the 50-h.p. 4-cycle motor only, and record
that high bid. Last, we do the same with the 9.9 h.p. Mercury motor, & record that high bid......

Then ; If someone wants the boat with everything included, we total all the bids & then offer it for sale
starting with the total as a beginning.   If there are no higher bids, then the former bids are good and
everything is sold to each bidder.   However, if someone wants the whole thing, they can bid until the
highest price is achieved.  As an example, someone may just want the boat & the big motor so he could
turn around and sell the smaller motor afterward, perhaps even to the man who had just bid on it.
